Connecting the blocks

Joining two or more blocks
Sealing strip is supplied separately and must be fitted be-
fore the parts are connected together. See Fig. 1 and 2.

Be careful not to damage the filter bags
when the need arises to withdraw dust-laden
filter cassettes and fit new ones.
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INSTALLATION

The blocks are secured to one another by means of inter-
nal bolted joints at the corners of the frame. Access to
the inside of the casing can be gained either by opening
an inspection door or by removing a wall element.
Withdraw any component that may be in the way.

1. Fit the sealing strips supplied to the frame and centre
beam of one of the blocks.

2. Push the blocks together so that they are in line with
one another.

3. Fit the joint bolts into their mountings at the corners
on the inside of the frame and ensure that they are
securely in place.

4. Use a 14 mm spanner and tighten the joint bolts to
draw the blocks together.

5. Tighten the four joint bolts alternately until the gap
between the blocks is 1-2 mm.

Connecting the blocks

Connecting the ECSA silencer block to a unit block 5 connect the measurement tappings by connecting the

hoses to the tappings on the end wall of the unit, fig. 5.
Make sure that the hoses are correctly connected
(+ to + and - to -), Fig. 5,

1. Fit the sealing strip to the framework of the silencer
section and a double sealing strip (two 15 x 5 mm) to
the centre beam as shown in Fig. 1 on page 1.

2. Push the units together as tightly and as straight as
possible.

3. Fit the jointing bolts to the frame using the holes pro-
vided.

4. Use a 14 mm spanner and tighten the joint bolts to
draw the blocks together.
